No. A neuropsychologist typically has a doctorate in clinical psychology with a specialization in
neuropsychology, an internship experience in neuropsychology, and is often board certified as a
neuropsychologist by either the American Board of Clinical Neuropéygir or the American Board of
Professional Neuropsychology. Ttraining program idor certified/licensed school psychologists and
clinical psychologists who work with children to integrate neuropsychological theory and practice int
their assessment anttervention techniques. The term school neuropsychologist may or may not be
used by graduates of this program depending upon the licensing and certification laws of the state ir
which practitioners work.

When 1 finish this program will | be able adfer school neuropsychological assessments and consultation to
parents, school districts, and/or agencies in private practice?

Private practice is generally regulated by state licensing boards. The certificate of completion from tl
course is not a pctice license, nor is the Diplomate in School Neuropsychology from the American
Board of School Neuropsychology, Inc. The integration of neuropsychological stallsne's practice

is a competency issue and one must work within one's area of compaenayder the purview and
limitations of a state license or certification to practice school psychology or psychology.
